3 Things That Do Not Determine Our
Value

#1: Possessions 
Satan promised Jesus that he would “give the

glory of these kingdoms” (Luke 4:6) if Jesus
worshiped him. This temptation to possess

something did not sway Jesus because He knew
that everything truly belongs to God. Similarly,
our value is determined by who God says we

are, not the things we have.



#2: Popularity
The temptation to be “glorified” is evident in

Luke 4:6. Humanity has a deep desire to be seen
and appreciated, and if we’re not careful we can
try to fill that need through impressing others.

True love and belonging only comes from Jesus.



#3: Power
It is ironic that the enemy was tempting Jesus
(the son of God) with authority (Luke 4:7). All

authority already belonged to Him (Matt. 28:18),
and He didn’t need what Satan was offering to

prove that fact. As followers of Jesus, we are
called to seek opportunities to serve others, not

strive to gain power and influence.
