PLAY

This is a twist on the classic rock, paper,
scissors game.

For example,
if one person reveals 2 fingers and the
other player reveals 3 fingers, the total
would be 5. The odd player wins!

Truths: 3 Things Fesus' “ROW
Sacrifice Shows Us

God doesn’t just tolerate us, He loves us (John
3:16)! Loving someone means that we have
chosen and 1dentified them as worthy of our care
and affection. The same God who holds creation
in His hands has chosen to love you.

Grace is defined as receiving something we do not
deserve. God's standard is perfection, and Jesus
is the only perfect man who has ever lived. We
can receive eternal life even though we do not
deserve it because Jesus paid our debt on the
cross (John 3:16).

Mercy is deflined as not receiving what we do
deserve. Jesus has made a way for us to avoid
spending eternity separated from Him in hell.

Our actions are deserving of hell, but Jesus took
what we deserved upon Himself on the cross

(John 3:17).
