3 Things We Don't Have To Prove
To People

#1: Our Identity
While in the wilderness, the enemy continued
to introduce his lies to Jesus by saying, “If you

are the Son of God…” (Luke 4:9). If satan can get
us to question who we are, then we are more
likely to believe his lies. We can be confident

that we are loved, worthy, accepted and secure
because of Jesus' finished work on the cross!




#2: God's Power
The enemy wanted Jesus to prove that His

Father would protect Him after committing an
act of recklessness (Luke 4:10). As a Christian,

you will face moments when you want to prove
God's power to others. We can rest assured that
the Holy Spirit is fully capable of revealing the
goodness of God to those who are doubtful.




#3: Our Strength
Throughout Luke 4, the enemy tries to get Jesus
to prove He is strong enough. It is common for
Christians to try to "stay strong" in order to be a
good witness for Christ. However, it is essential
for us to recognize that we are never stronger
than when we admit we are weak and choose

to surrender to Him (2 Cor. 12:9)!
